That event, and the years that preceded it, inspired me to study my BA in Economics, in order to understand the rules that regulate the administration of the economy, and try to contribute to a more balanced socio-economic development of my country.

After graduating from my BA in 2001, I gathered working experience in both NGOs, the public and private sector and in academia. I worked for three years as the sub-director of an economic magazine that is part of a Nicaraguan NGO called FIDEG. I wrote for the magazine, and managed a wonderful team of people in charge of the process of its production. After that I moved to the public sector and worked in the Ministry of Economy for one year, from which I jumped into the private sector and enhanced my work experience in a Mexican cement company called Cemex. This job allowed me not only to understand the dynamics of private companies, but also to live in countries as different as Croatia, Poland and Mexico. 
In academia, I conducted research and also gave lectures for some time at the Universidad Centroamericana of Managua. This enabled me to learn more about the links between the economy, development and gender and sexuality issues, which is my main interest in this moment. Currently,  I am following an MA trajectory on ‘The Politics of Alternative Development’ at The Institute of Social Studies in The Hague now. My research project explores the links between sexuality and development in the Nicaraguan Context. And as for the future?
